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Kyiv Professional College of Applied Sciences
is one of the oldest educational institutions in
the capital of Ukraine. It was founded in 1930
on the basis of the shoemaker’'s school Ne2
in accordance with the order of the People’s
Commissariat of Education of the USSR Ne 552
of 04.08.1930. The newly created educational
institution was called a Shoe-mechanical
Technical School and had two departments:
technological and mechanical. The first director
of the technical school was O. Yampolsky.

The first graduation of shoe technologists,
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despite the significant social difficulties of the
city, was held in July 1932. 32 people received
technical school diplomas. In the future, the
annual number of graduates has been growing
steadily. Thus, from 193010 1941, 725 specialists
were trained for the shoe industry.

In July 1935, Kyiv Shoe- Mechanical Technical
School was merged with the Berdychiv Chinbar
Technical School.

Since then, the school has been called Chinbar-
Shoe and already had three departments:
shoe-technological, chinbar-technological and

mechanical. On the basis of the technical
school, training courses for masters of
production with a term of study of two years
were introduced.

The new director in 1935 was S. Goldman
At that time, the technical school had only 8
classrooms, which were set aside for training,
and on the ground floor there were manufacture
workshops: stamping, cutting, sewing. That
time the active combination of training and
manufacture started. The production base of
the technical school allowed to produce up to
1 thousand pairs of shoes a day.

During World War Il, the College was evacuated
to the city of Novosibirsk. Many teachers and
students of the College fought against Nazism:
it was the director S. Goldman, and teachers
S. Bober, M. Bun, M. Kadomsky, Y. Feldman;
and students Karpenko, Luzan, Semenchenko,
Maistrenko, Butsev, Khudak.

In accordance with the resolution of the
Council of People’'s Commissars of the USSR
Ne1075, the Technical School started again its
activities in the pre-war time October 1, 1944
on 16 Klovska St., where the KNUTD building
iIs now located. It was located on the ground
floor of the third shoe factory of the Ukrainian
Chinbar and Shoe Company. At that time, the
school was renamed into Kyiv Shoe School
and had two departments: technological and
mechanical.

In June 1945, Zinoviy Mindlin, a former
volunteer veteran, became the director of the
technical school. The first post-war graduation
took place in July 1947, 28 people. A total
number of students were 339 at that time. A
part-time department was established at the
Fourth Shoe Factory in Kyiv. In 1952, training
in Sewing academic program began. At first
there were 2 groups - 60 sewing technologist
students.

After the war, most of the areas of the
college were destroyed. Thus, only 9 rooms
of the dormitory remained. But Kyiv and
Ukraine needed to restore industry, to return
to a peaceful life. Due to the need to build an
educational institution, the Chairman of the
Executive Committee of the Kyiv City Council
of Workers’ Deputies, Deputy of the Verkhovna
Rada of the USSR Fedor Chebotaryov in March

1947 adopted the Decision of the Executive
Committee of the Kyiv City Council to get a
land. In 1948, a new student dormitory on 4
Chigorina Street was ready up to 27%, and
in 1952 the dormitory for 300 people was put
into operation. On the ground floor there were
sewing workshops, which were previously
overcrowded in a rented room on 12 Milon
Street (now it is Panas Myrnyi Street).

In September 1955, the College was renamed
into Kyiv Technical School of Light Industry.
That year the technical school moved to a new,
still unfinished building on 29 lvana Kudri Street.
The construction was completed in 1963.

In the fifties and sixties, the profile of training
specialists expanded significantly.

The development of the chemical industry
prompted the creation in 1956 of anew specialty
Technology of Artificial and Chemical Fibers, in
1958-Equipment of Chemical Fiber Enterprises
and Equipment of Sewing Factories.

Since 1963, training has begun in the current
specialty “Clothes Design “ and “Footwear
Design.”

In 1966, the training of specialists in the
specialty Planning in Light Industry Enterprises
began. It was not carried out by any other
technical school at that time. Since 1969 we
have been training accountants. The branch
of the technical school in Zhytomyr, which
started operating in 1960, trained knitting
technologists.

All that time the technical school satisfied the
demand of the industry. In 1955, the workshops
were transferred to self-financing. Thus, in 1960,
1.5 thousand garments and 7.5 thousand pairs
of shoes were produced.

Since 1958, the first in Ukraine, the College
began training  students with hearing
impairments  for light industry. The first
graduation of special groups took place in 1962
and consisted of 32 people. Over the years,
more than a thousand students, thanks to
cooperation with UTOG, have received quality
professional knowledge.

From 1962 to 1970 the director of the technical
school was Vasyl Zaitsev, Hero of the Soviet
Union (1943). Vasyl is a man-legend, a sniper
who took part in the battles of Stalingrad. He
became the prototype of the hero of the film,

shot in the United States - “Battle of Stalingrad”.
During these years, the number of students
has tripled up to 1,600. From 1961 to 1994, the
College trained national specialists for foreign
countries. At first there were students from
Mongolia. Later, the geography of contacts
expanded: Cuba, Afghanistan, Laos, Vietnam,
Peru, Bolivia, Angola, Congo, Jordan, Pakistan,
and even the exotic Democratic Republic of
Sao Tome and Principe sent their students to
study. Over the years, more than 240 foreign
students got knowledge in the College.

In 2007, the school was renamed into Kyiv
College of Light Industry, and this became a
new page in the development of our glorious
institution.

Since 2013, the training of students in new
academic programs: Computer Design,
Expertise of Leather Goods, Clothes Production
Services has begun. In 2016, a new program
Design of Knitwear opened. Since 2014, the
work of the preparatory department has started
and the components of the industry standard of
higher education in the program Organization
of Production have been approved.

Particular attention is paid to inclusive
education. Since 2016, college teachers have
been mastering the Ukrainian Sign Language
in special courses to give more opportunities
to communicate with students with hearing
impairments directly.

And since 2017, new disciplines such as
Ukrainian Sign Language and Ukrainian
Sign Language for Professional Purposes
were developed for students with hearing
impairments. The author’s course Culture
of the Deaf for students of all specialties
for the formation of tolerance and mutual
understanding was prepared.

On March 21, 2017 at the meeting of the Board
of the Ukrainian Association of Light Industry
Enterprises “Ukrlegprom” an Agreement on
cooperation between the College and the
association was signed.

The college’s cooperation with the world
educational community has also been
transformed. In 2016, the director of the
College, Anna  Shchutska, took part in
Community College Administrator Program
in the United States. In 2017, a grant from
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the Fulbright Program was received. The
grant was sponsored by the US government.
Dr. Vima Eliza Fuentes, Fulbright Specialist
Program Specialist, Assistant Vice President
for Academic Affairs at Santa Fe College,
Coordinator of the US Colleges Program, has
been to Ukraine several times during Fulbright
Exchange Program.

In 2016, Kyiv College of Light Industry
and the University of Applied Sciences in
Kaiserslautern (Germany) signed a cooperation
agreement giving the possibility for internships
for teachers and students of the College. In
2019, agreements were concluded with the
Institute of Vocational Training (Instituto de
Capacitation Professional del Valle - ICAPVAL)
of the Republic of Ecuador, and the University
of Vermont (USA).

That year college students got the opportunity
to study under the “double degree” program.
At first there was an agreement with the
Higher School of Linguistics in Czestochowa,
and since 2019 with the Higher School of
Humanities (WSH) of the Republic of Poland.
It is implemented through distance education
programs (E-learning) and the use of modern
interactive technologies.

Since 2017, for the first time on the basis of
the College, the All-Ukrainian Competition of
Professional skills has been held. The College
was chosen as the basic institution of higher
education for the All-Ukrainian Competition of
professional skills in the specialty Light Industry
Technologies. That year the catalog of final
design collections of students was published.
Since January 1, 2018, in accordance with
Article 24 of the Law of Ukraine “On the State
Budget of Ukraine for 2018” State Higher
Educational Institution “Kyiv College of Light
Industry” was transferred for funding from
the state budget to the budget of the city of
Kyiv. For the first time the College took part in
the development of the city’s comprehensive
target program “Education of Kyiv. 2019-2023
“ Professional Education, Higher Education and
Science “. The Program includes the creation
and development of a Center for Support of
Persons with Disabilities on the basis of the
College.

Our  educational

institution is  actively

developing. A new dormitory is being built.
Since 2018, students have been trained in new
educational and professional programs such as
Exhibition Business, Commercial Activity and
Advertising, Organization and Management of
Enterprises, Finance and Credit. A number of
cooperation agreements have been concluded
with Kyiv enterprises. The college is actively
implementing the concept of dual education.
In 2018, the College and Deputy Director Yuriy
Shcherban were awarded the honorary award
of the country - the State Prize of Ukraine in the
field of Science and Technology for the work
“Resource-saving technologies for textiles,
clothing and footwear.”

In  September 2019 Kyiv College of Light
Industry was renamed into Kyiv Professional
College of Applied Sciences by a decision of
the general meeting of the workers. This is a

powerful new step towards recognizing it as
one of the best educational institutions in our
country. It is here where professionalism, the
theoretical base of our scientists, the thirst for
knowledge and the discovery are combined!
The fruitful and creative work of the staff of
the College gave the opportunity, for the first
time in its history, to open in January 2020 the
training of highly qualified industry specialists
- Bachelors in the field of Fashion Business
Technology. We are sure that these students
will be professionals who will repeatedly prove
themselves, and the College will be proud of
them.

For 90 years of its existence, the College has
proven its ability to be a driver of change in
education. We make every effort to ensure that
our graduates to build a strong, ambitious and

successful Ukraine!
